1. An overview of data protection 

1.1 General information 

The following information will provide you with an easy to navigate overview of what will happen 

with your personal data when you visit this website. The term “personal data” comprises all data 

that can be used to personally identify you. For detailed information about the subject matter of 

data protection, please consult our Data Protection Declaration, which we have included 

beneath this copy. 

1.2 Data recording on this website 

1.2.1 Who is the responsible party for the recording of data on this website (i.e., the “controller”)? 

The data on this website is processed by the operator of the website, whose contact information 

is available under section “Information about the responsible party (referred to as the “controller” 

in the GDPR)” in this Privacy Policy. 

1.2.2 How do we record your data? 

We collect your data as a result of your sharing of your data with us. This may, for instance be 

information you enter into our contact form. 

Other data shall be recorded by our IT systems automatically or after you consent to its recording 

during your website visit. This data comprises primarily technical information (e.g., web browser, 

operating system, or time the site was accessed). This information is recorded automatically when 

you access this website. 

1.2.3 What do we use your data for (purpose of data processing)? 

A portion of the information is generated to guarantee the error-free provision of the website. 

Other data may be used to analyse your user patterns. 

Personal data is processed for the following purposes (in alphabetical order): 

Abstracts 

During the registration process, various personal information (name, address, contact details, 

etc.) and information required to complete your submission (author status, registration details, 

membership details, etc.) is collected. In addition, individual data, and documents (scientific 

summaries, application forms, supporting documents, etc.) will be collected. This data may - at 

the discretion of K.I.T. Group - be made publicly available in printed or electronic form, e.g., in 

the form of abstract books, scientific journals, conference programmes, online databases and 

catalogues and on related websites. 

Accommodation         

When you book accommodation, various personal data (name, address, contact details, etc.) 

and data required to carry out your booking (the hotel you have chosen, the type of room, the 

length of your stay, etc.) are collected. Depending on the type and preferences of your booking, 

payment data (bank account details, credit card details) will also be processed. In addition to 

the procedures described in section 8 " eCommerce and payment service providers", personal 

information and payment data will be forwarded to the respective hotels to secure the booking. 

 

Certificate of participation 

The personal data of the participants (name, address, profession, etc.) are required for the 

certificates of participation. Data processing is based on Art. 6, Paragraph 1 lit. b GDPR. 

Conference App 

In a conference application functionality, personal data (surname, first name, gender, 

nationality, email, address) is made available to other network participants. The collected data 

is used exclusively for the conference and is not passed on to third parties. 

Data transmitted during registration for virtual and/or other services and digital content 

We only transfer personal data to third parties to the extent necessary to fulfil your contract with 

us, e.g., to a congress service provider to enable you to register and participate in the virtual 



session or to banks entrusted with the processing of your payments. Your data will not be 

transmitted for any other purpose unless you have given your express consent. Your data will not 

be passed on to third parties for advertising purposes without your express consent. The basis for 

data processing is Art. 6 paragraph 1 lit. b GDPR, which permits data processing for the fulfilment 

of a contract or for measures in advance of a contract. You will find further details in section 8 

below (Virtual platform, eCommerce, and payment service providers). 

ESOS® (ordering system for exhibitions and sponsoring) 

In the context of ESOS® bookings, various personal information (name, address, contact details, 

etc.) is recorded. Depending on bookings and preferences, payment data (account data, credit 

card data) may also be recorded. Information in connection with the exhibition and sponsorship 

may be made publicly available in printed or electronic form, such as conference programmes, 

online directories, or overview plans, and on related websites. 

Lead capture 

As part of a lead capture service, personal data (name, address, contact information) is 

collected and passed on to third parties in the exhibition. These may be used by exhibitors for 

information and advertising purposes. 

List of participants 

Speakers and participants of DBT 2021 have the possibility to upload their participant data (title, 

first name, surname, institution, city) on the website for publication. The processing of this personal 

data is only permitted with the consent of the data subject for the stated purpose in accordance 

with Article 6 paragraph 1 lit. a GDPR. This consent may be revoked at any time. The data 

collected for this purpose will be removed from the website and deleted immediately upon 

conclusion of the event. 

Profile / registration data in REACT 

To use the profile in REACT, various personal information must be provided (name, first name, 

gender, nationality, email, postal address, and password). This information is required to enable 

individualised access to our services. 

REACT Fast 

REACT Fast is an event-related service for participants to print their name badges themselves. The 

name badges serve as access authorisation to the event. The name badge contains personal 

data in plain text and/or in QR Code format (title, first name, surname, institution, city). Data 

processing is carried out in accordance with Art. 6, Paragraph 1 lit. b DSGVO.   

Registration 

During registration, various personal data (name, address, contact details, etc.) and possibly 

information on special categories of personal data (e.g., your picture) are collected. Your express 

consent is required for this. Depending on your booking type and preferences, payment data 

(account data, credit card data) may also be collected. To check your eligibility and/or for 

statistical purposes, you may also be asked to provide professional details, such as your current 

and/or past occupation, field of activity, research, studies, etc. Data processing for this purpose 

is based on Art. 6, paragraph 1 lit. b GDPR. 

1.2.4 What rights do you have as far as your information is concerned? 

You have the right to receive information about the source, recipients, and purposes of your 

archived personal data at any time without having to pay a fee for such disclosures. You also 

have the right to demand that your data are rectified or eradicated. If you have consented to 

data processing, you have the option to revoke this consent at any time, which shall affect all 

future data processing. Moreover, you have the right to demand that the processing of your data 

be restricted under certain circumstances. Furthermore, you have the right to log a complaint 

with the competent supervising agency.

3.1 Data protection 

The operators of this website and its pages take the protection of your personal data very 

seriously.

3.5 Information on data transfer to the USA 

Our website uses, in particular, tools from companies based in the USA. When these tools are 

active, your personal information may be transferred to the US servers of these companies. We 

must point out that the USA is not a safe third country within the meaning of EU data protection 

law.

HAVE THE RIGHT TO AT ANY TIME OBJECT TO THE PROCESSING OF YOUR AFFECTED PERSONAL DATA 

FOR THE PURPOSES OF SUCH ADVERTISING. THIS ALSO APPLIES TO PROFILING TO THE EXTENT THAT IT 

IS AFFILIATED WITH SUCH DIRECT ADVERTISING. IF YOU OBJECT, YOUR PERSONAL DATA WILL

3.8 Right to log a complaint with the competent supervisory agency 

In the event of violations of the GDPR, data subjects are entitled to log a complaint with a 

supervisory agency, in particular in the member state where they usually maintain their domicile, 

place of work or at the place where the alleged violation occurred. The right to log a complaint 

is in effect regardless of any other administrative or court proceedings available as legal 

recourses.

You have the right to demand that we hand over any data we automatically process on the 

basis of your consent or in order to fulfil a contract be handed over to you or a third party in a 

commonly used, machine readable format.

3.10 SSL and/or TLS encryption 

For security reasons and to protect the transmission of confidential content, such as purchase 

orders or inquiries you submit to us as the website operator, this website uses either an SSL or a TLS 

encryption program.

• If the processing of your personal data was/is conducted in an unlawful manner, you have 

the option to demand the restriction of the processing of your data in lieu of demanding 

the eradication of this data. 

• If we do not need your personal data any longer and you need it to exercise, defend or 

claim legal entitlements, you have the right to demand the restriction of the processing 

of your personal data instead of its eradication.

4. Recording of data on this website 

4.1 Cookies 

Our websites and pages use what the industry refers to as “cookies.” Cookies are small text files 

that do not cause any damage to your device. They are either stored temporarily for the duration 

of a session (session cookies) or they are permanently archived on your device (permanent 

cookies). Session cookies are automatically deleted once you terminate your visit. Permanent 

cookies remain archived on your device until you actively delete them, or they are automatically 

eradicated by your web browser.

The provider of this website and its pages automatically collects and stores information in so-

called server log files, which your browser communicates to us automatically.

4.4 Request by e-mail, telephone, or fax 

If you contact us by e-mail, telephone or fax, your request, including all resulting personal data 

(name, request) will be stored and processed by us for the purpose of processing your request. 

We do not pass these data on without your consent. 

These data are processed on the basis of Art. 6 Sect. 1 lit. b GDPR if your inquiry is related to the 

fulfillment of a contract or is required for the performance of pre-contractual measures. In all 

other cases, the data are processed on the basis of our legitimate interest in the effective 

handling of inquiries submitted to us (Art. 6 Sect. 1 lit. f GDPR) or on the basis of your consent (Art. 

6 Sect. 1 lit. a GDPR) if it has been obtained. 

The data sent by you to us via contact requests remain with us until you request us to delete, 

revoke your consent to the storage or the purpose for the data storage lapses (e.g., after 

completion of your request). Mandatory statutory provisions - in particular statutory retention 

periods - remain unaffected. 

4.5 Registration on this website

6. Analysis tools and advertising 

6.1 Google Analytics 

This website uses functions of the web analysis service Google Analytics. The provider of this 

service is Google Ireland Limited (“Google”), Gordon House, Barrow Street, Dublin 4, Ireland. 

Google Analytics enables the website operator to analyze the behavior patterns of website 

visitors. To that end, the website operator receives a variety of user data, such as pages accessed, 

time spent on the page, the utilized operating system and the user’s origin. Google may 

consolidate these data in a profile that is allocated to the respective user or the user’s device.
